 $500 cash or $1,000 product award per event 

 If only supporting Karts a minimum of $100 cash or $300 product per event 

Contingency awards 

 Must be paid in full 1 week after finalized results are sent, unless the specified award is an end of the year 

championship award given to the top winner in the series in their class. 

 Must be specific to which class will receive the award and to what place it rewards to (i.e. only 1st place, top 3 

racers, or top 3 racers running your specific parts, etc.)
